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INTERESTED IN APPLYING FOR CRS?
If your community is interesting in making application for 
Community Rating System (CRS), your first point of 
contact will be your State NFIP Coordinator/Specialist to 
start your CAV and then with your ISO Specialist for your 
CRS application. 

FEMA or States on behalf of FEMA conduct 
Assistance Visits (CAVs) monitor community floodplain 
management programs.  A CAV is a scheduled visit to an 
NFIP community for the purpose of conducting a 
comprehensive assessment of the community’s floodplain 
management program.  The CAV is also used as an 
opportunity to provide technical assistance to the 

community.  A CAV 
typically involves a 
tour of the floodplain, 
a meeting

floodplain management officials, and an examination of 
the community’s floodplain development permit and 
variance files.  The visit is documented in a follow
letter to the community.  If any issues are identified during 
the CAV, such as a possible floodplain violation or 
program deficiency, these issues are also addressed in the 
follow-up letter.  The community is responsible for 
resolving any program deficiencies or remedying any 
violations identified.

ACTIVITIES 450/540, THE CITY OF LAWRENCE 
With the new CRS Manual's implementation it is 
important to understand what changes have been made and 
how they affect your communities current CRS point total.  
Some the changes that the City of Lawrence has tried to 
take advantage of, are things we are already currently 
doing or processes we could slightly alter to get additional 
CRS credit points.  For example two of the areas of the 
manual include section 450 Stormwater Management and 
section 540 Drainage System Maintenance. 
The City's stormwater management criteria already meets 
most of the requirements of section 450 A and our 
stormwater pollution prevention ordinance  meets the 
requirements of section 450 C.  A couple of minor changes 
to our policy and procedures will allow the City to take 
advantage of points credited in section 540.  These include 
a GIS database to monitor all storage basins in town and a 
corresponding inspection program.  This alone is worth a 
120 points in section 540 E.

ISO SPECIALIST UPDATE 
Over the last couple months I have reviewed many 
documents that were submitted as a part of the annual 
recertification process.  The most common item I had to 

return to a community for correction was elevation 
certificates. Below are some hints/tips that would help 
avoid some of the “gigs” I was seeing: 
  

·  If you do not have a review process, establish one. 
·  Triple check the diagram number (there is never 

just a diagram 1; it is 1A or 1B) and rely on the 
diagram photos in the EC instructions to help you 
make sure the correct one is assigned.  If you are 
still unsure reach out to resources available to you 
for assistance (myself, the State NFIP Coordinator 
or the FEMA Region office). 

·  Make sure the correct community name and NFIP 
number is reflected in B1 (i.e. – do not accept 
something that reflects the County’s map name 
and number when it is actually in the incorporated 
jurisdiction). 

·  All  benchmarks should have unique identifiers.  
Do not accept a certificate as complete if the 
benchmark cannot be identified by the reader 
(section C2). 

·  Not having some sort of mechanical equipment in 
a structure (new construction or substantial 
improvement) is very rare; so be sure C2(e) is 
filled out with an elevation. 
 

As we move toward ending 2013 now is a good time to 
look at some of the processes and procedure of managing a 
community’s CRS program.   If you have questions or 
want feedback on your procedures please do not hesitate to 
call or email me. I look forward to working with everyone 
in 2014!

Announcing the release of a Report to Congress: 
Including Building Codes in the National Flood 
Insurance Program 
The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) 
Building Science Branch would like to announce the 

release of a new Report to Congress, Including Building 
Codes in the National Flood Insurance Program.  

The Report describes the impact, effectiveness, and 
feasibility of including widely used and nationally 
recognized building codes as part of the National Flood 
Insurance Program (NFIP) floodplain management criteria. 
The Report found the overall impacts of including building 
codes as part of the NFIP would be positive in helping to 
reduce physical flood losses and other hazard losses, 
which would in turn positively affect the land use planning 
and regulatory climate. Current model building codes, 
such as the International Codes used in the United States, 
have flood provisions that are consistent with or exceed 
NFIP requirements for buildings and structures, and are 
effective in reducing flood-related damage because of the 
specific mitigation provisions required in those codes for 
compliance. 

FEMA prepared this report and delivered it to Congress on 
October 21, 2013, in response to Section 100235, Biggert-
Waters Flood Insurance Reform Act of 2012 (HR 4348) 
Report on Inclusion of Building Codes in National Flood 
Insurance Program.

DID YOU KNOW? 
Activity 370, Flood Insurance Promotion, offers up to 20 
points for providing advice about flood insurance under 
Technical Assistance (TA). 
 
Do you know how to recognize that possibly you, your 
team, and other industry professionals need some help on 
how to determine if a policy is subsidized. Subsidized 
policies are discounted with rates that have been 
traditionally available for structures built before a 
community first adopted FEMA Flood Maps and 
guidelines. The subsidized rates are determined with 
limited underwriting information and typically do not 
reflect the full risk of flood loss. 
 
Many of the proposed changes are designed to increase the 
financial soundness of the National Flood Insurance 
Program (NFIP), and that means phasing-out of many 
subsidized rates. With all the changes that are taking place 
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October 1, 2013, agents, lenders and policyholders are 
waiting with baited breath to see how they will be affected.   
 
Not everyone will be impacted- 20% of NFIP policies 
nationally receive subsidies, even fewer will see 
immediate changes. Most insurance policies are actuarially 
rated (rated with an elevation certificate), more than 80 
percent approximately 4.48 million of the 5.6 million 
policies in force. This fact is crucial and includes other 
classifications of true risk rated policies such as the 
Preferred Risk Policies (PRP), policies under the PRP 
eligibility extension, and post-FIRM grandfathered 
policies.  
 
Amazingly some professionals are unaware FEMA 
produces guidance, policies, and procedures for the NFIP 
in Write-Your-Own (WYO) Bulletins, which includes this 
information and more. The WYO Bulletins and Flood 
Insurance Manual changes including October changes are 
posted at the website www.iService.com with the ability to 
sign-up for WYO Bulletin e-notifications for future 
guidance.      
 
So you may be asking yourself, how can you tell if a 
policy is subsidized? Good question.  
 
The key to most of these changes affect pre-FIRM 
buildings in the Special Flood Hazard and are triggered 
by actions such as buying a property, purchasing a new 
policy, or having a lapsed policy on or after July 6, 2012. 
The assignment provision however does not trigger an 
action when it applies to gifts, transfers of ownership, or 
assignments to an estate or trust in which a purchase did 
not take place.   
 
Who else is subsidized and affected? 
Owners of subsidized non-primary residences located in 
Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs) will see a 25% 
increase annually until the rates reflect the full risk rate for 
this rating classification or until a true risk rate is achieved 
with an Elevation Certificate which started on January 1, 
2013.  
 

FEMA defines a non-primary residence as a 
building that will not be lived in by the insured or 
the insured’s spouse for at least 80% of the 365 
days following the policy effective date. 
 

Owners of subsidized properties that experience Severe 
Repetitive Losses will see a 25% increase annually 
beginning late 2013: 
 

FEMA defines Severe Repetitive Loss properties 
for single family residences as 4 or more claims, 
each for more than $5,000 and cumulatively more 

than $20,000 or flood insurance payments that 
exceed the value of the structure.  
 

All subsidized property owners that may be affected by 
these changes may want to call a local land surveyor, 
engineer, or architect who is authorized by state law to 
certify elevation information to obtain an Elevation 
Certificate.  This will allow the insurance company to 
actuarially rate the flood policy. When the insurance 
company is presented an Elevation Certificate, the 
company must record the elevation data in order to 
determine whether Optional Elevation Rating will benefit 
the insured on a current or future renewal.  
 
Why the change? 
Previously, pre-FIRM buildings that were not being rated 
with an Elevation Certificate were receiving subsidized 
rates.  These rates did not reflect the true risk rates and 
have been a contributing factor to the National Flood 
Insurance Program (NFIP) inability to being fiscally 
sound.  Each time a flooding event exceeded the programs 
loss reserves collected through policy premiums which are 
any future 1-year period for anticipated losses and 
expenses, the NFIP was forced to borrow funds from the 
U.S. Treasury and replenish and payback during good 
years.  The drain on the reserve during the bad years 
impeded the ability to accumulate sufficient loss reserves 
and substantially payback the treasury, Congress had to 
reform the NFIP.
